V.  Qualitative Commentary:  I want to begin by quoting a portion of my evaluations from your last two essays.  “(Please understand – if you have a sentence fragment or any other “serious” grammar error on subsequent assignments, your essay cannot earn above a “C.”   You must learn how to proofread more diligently.)”  Unfortunately, your essay suffers from a subject-verb agreement error in its third paragraph.  Please proofread your work.  This is the second essay in a row that you have lost points to carelessness.  You are a much better writer than your grades have indicated this semester. 

All of this being said, your essays continue to show moments of wit and intelligence.  Now all you need to do is strive for more consistency and, even more important, proofread your work.  Along these lines, I am not convinced that you edit and revise each essay at least three times.  Nor do I see evidence that you have outlined your essay with as much diligence as you should.

I hope you see a “theme” in my comments.  It is not that you do not have the “talent” or the ability to write absolutely excellent essays.  You showed on Essay 1 that you absolutely do.  Since that first essay, though, all I have seen are but the briefest of glimpses of the sophisticated analysis and writing I know you are capable of producing.  

As for this essay, please note the numerous grammatical errors that recur throughout (comma errors, subject-verb agreement, semi-colon errors, capitalization errors, etc.)  These are the senseless errors.  I am convinced that more thorough proofreading will address these mistakes.

Turning our attention to the “content,” I am really impressed by the rather sophisticated comparisons you make and conclusions you draw.  You really do possess a keen eye. 

Please work diligently to improve the grammatical correctness and organization of your portfolio revisions and final exam essay.  You are still capable of earning an A in this class if you work diligently enough and apply my recommendations.
